Decisions/Discussion:

· Reviewed the minutes. 

· Linwood Moses led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for Automated Cartridge System Library Software (ACSLS) version 6.0.1 for the ECS Project.  The purpose for this upgrade is that ACSLS version 5.3.2 reached end of life as of 10/10/01 and StorageTek may not provide support. Also there will be a replacement of some of the Sun SparcStation 5 ACSLS workstations with Sun Ultra 10 machines.  This document reference both a hardware and software upgrade.  Legato NetWorker must not be installed on any machines containing ACSLS version 6.0.1.  After the upgrade it will not be reinstalled.  That machine only runs ACSLS and the product does the necessary database backups itself.  There is a conflict between both products in that they both have a bundled version of Informix in them and a conflict exists when both are installed. ACSLS version 6.0.1 product has now gone from an Oracle database to an Informix database.  ACSLS 6.01 and Legato Networker can not coexist on the same machine.  The Solaris 8 CD and recommended patches (acsls_sol8_patch.zip) are specific for the ACSLS platform.  The hardware will be shipped after the PSR CCR is approved.  Recommend use of ECS specific installation instructions.  Bonnie Scott recommended that instructions be added to the document to indicate that AMASS could be taken down during the upgrade.  On page 7-6 Solaris 64 Bit Support was deactivated by recommendations from StorageTek to use 32 Bit Support.  The ACSLS patch fixes a problem with 6.0.1 related to restoring the database. Bonnie Scott recommended that instructions be added to state how to do an audit if there is a problem during the import of the databases in Section 7.3.7.  Darryl Washington stated that we did not run into this problem. Bonnie will mail the audit instructions to be added into the document.   PSR planned for Tuesday, December 11, 2001.

· Still working SDSRV NCRs 32623 and 32415 for delivery.

· Still on track for a Test Executable delivery for NCR 32610.

· Still planning to deliver Patch_6A.04_ESDT.63_MODIS to NSIDC.

One of the NCRs is 30018.  If they get by Monday they can install on Thursday.

· LaRC concerned about site map for custom code that is always delivered wrong. (Jenny Boliek is working this issue under NCR 30100. LaRC received PDPS.04C and the site map problems still exist.)

· Provide dates to update the SUR schedule that entails the following: (1) EDF Testing; (2) VATC Testing; (3) SUR TE Delivery; (4) Unsubscribe replication; (5) SUR TE Installations; (6) EDG 3.3 installations; (7) Resubscribe replication; (8) Migration of accounts; (9) Bringing EDG 3.3 online.
