Decisions/Discussion:

· Reviewed the minutes. 

· Rob Cole led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for SYMplicity Storage Manager 7.10.GG.02 Installation for the ECS Project. This is an intergrated SAN purchased from StorageTek and they have handled all the COTS installs.  If any future date where we would add a host, StorageTek would handle the request.  These PSR are for informational purposes only, no DAAC required to install and configure. SYMplicity Storage Manager is a GUI COTS product that runs on the sas01 box to configure the StorageTek raid. This COTS along with all the other SAN COTS being talked about are on a single CDROM programmed by StorageTek.  GSFC has their copy already.  EDC and LaRC will receive theirs when the PSR is complete.  The sas01 box is called the Metadata Server.  Appendix D details the sequence of events to follow in terms of setting up all the Data Pool SAN configuration.  Appendix D is a global view of how the SAN’s products get put together.  This is the first product to get set up.  Installed from the CDROM.  StorageTek’s responsibility to install and maintain.

· Rob Cole led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for QFS 3.5.0-41A for Solaris Installation for the ECS Project.  QFS is a file system for the SUN.  The function it preforms in the SAN is to be a volume management tool.  Product requires a license.  The prerequisite section 7.1 is much more detailed than the last COTS we looked at because this particularly product is installed late in the process.  Appendix D is the start to finish configuration for the SAN. 

· Rob Cole led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for Redundant Disk Array Controller 07.10.0G.00 Installation for the ECS Project.  RDAC is a driver that goes on the sas01 box.  RDAC handles path failover across the two fiber controllers in the SUN metadata server.  
· Rob Cole led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for SANergy 2.2.3 for IRIX Installation for the ECS Project.  This is the only COTS that goes on the PDS server.  Provides accelerated data access to the file system owned by the sas01 box.  It provides the high-speed path over the fiber channel fabric.  Product requires a license.  Section 6 is the only section that differs from the others. It uses the x0dig06 box.  This product has the most comprehensive prerequisites because it is the last COTS to get configured.  Appendix D is replicated in the Section 7.1 prerequisites.

· Rob Cole led the Install Instructions Walkthrough for SANergy 2.2.3 for Solaris Installation for the ECS Project.  Same COTS as before different OS.  The SUN is the server as opposed to the client on the SGI.  Product requires a license.  The prerequisites is as extensive as for IRIX.
